8.	 Tighten set screw when cable notch in stem is in 
line with support cable and support canopy.

7.	 Adjust stem so that cable notch in stem lines up 
with support canopy location and cable. Loosen 
3/8” set screw in stem to adjust.

6.	 Mount support canopy above fixture location 
using appropriate mounting hardware for surface. 
Seal building envelope as per NEC. Do not 
overtighten.

10.	 Thread aircraft support cable through cable notch 
in stem. Loop and fasten with compression fitting. 
Use proper crimping tool to close compression 
fitting. 

9.	 Thread aircraft support cable through support 
canopy cable notch. Loop and fasten with 
compression fitting. Use proper crimping tool to 
close compression fitting.

360HD Knuckle Mounting System

3.	 If the over-rotation protection pin is in the desired 
aiming position, do not force the fixture past the 
limit. Using a 3/16” allen wrench, slightly loosen 
both set screws in the knuckle, enough to move the 
fixture freely on both axes.

4.	 Flip the fixture 180 degrees over the knuckle. The 
rotational range limit will now be 180 degrees from 
the original position. Now rotate the fixture into the 
desired aiming position.  

5.	 Secure aim by tightening one (1) 3/8”-16 set screw 
using a 3/16” allen wrench.

	 Rotating the cap may be necessary for proper 
weep hole and cutoff position

	 Warning: Do not over tighten cap set screws. 
Doing so will compromise o-ring seal and will 
void warranty.
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1. 	 Use a 3/16” allen wrench to slightly loosen  
one (1) 3/8”-16 set screw on the knuckle for 360° 
aiming purpose.

2.	 Rotate fixture at base and aim fixture to desired 
horizontal location.

3. 	 Remove retainer.2. 	 Twist and pull away optic.1. 	 Loosen three (3) #8-32 set screws with a 5/64” 
allen wrench on cap, then remove cap.

8. 	 Connect new driver assembly to fixture leads. Place 
connections inside body cavity, then slide down 
fixture body along guides.

4. 	 Disconnect driver assembly from fixture body. 
	
5.	 Separate heatsink from driver assembly via quick 

disconnect.

11. 	 Install cap by tightening three (3) #8-32 set screws 
with a 5/64” allen wrench. Do not over tighten. 
Cap should be able to rotate without force.

10. 	Twist to reinstall optic onto optic holder.

6. 	 Remove protective plastic from the double-sided 
tape square on clean top of driver assembly. 

7. 	 Reconnect heatsink assembly to driver assembly 
via quick disconnect. Quick disconnect tucks into  
space underneath heatsink. Press heatsink down 
along guides until flush and even with tape on 
driver.

9. 	 Reinstall retainer.
