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7. 	 Insert fixture according to desired lighting plan.

 4. 	 Make watertight connections from remote 12V 
transformer to fixture source leads using waterproof 
wire connectors. See wiring diagram.

	NOTE: Contractor responsible for executing water 
tight splice.

3.	 Pull low voltage wiring from remote 12V transformer 
through the center of the anchor base and stake 
assembly. 

	NOTE: Allow sufficient excess of low voltage 
direct burial cable to accommodate seasonal 
planting schedule.

	 	

5.	 Place canopy onto stake and press firmly until the two 
pieces are fully seated. 

6. 	 Tighten the three (3) #8-32 stainless steel set screws 
on canopy with a 5/64” allen wrench.

	Warning:  Do not over tighten set screw.  Doing so 
will compromise o-ring seal and will void warranty. 
Cap should be able to rotate without force.

1.	 Use a 5/64” allen wrench loosen three (3) #8-32 
stainless steel set screws (do not remove set 
screws from canopy). Remove canopy from stake.

2.	 Mount fixture onto canopy by securing 1/2” NPS 
stem with provided locknut.
