1.	 Excavate trench according to designed lighting 
plan. Dig hole a minimum of 18” deep and 10” wide 
to accommodate anchor base at desired fixture 
locations.  

4.	 Back fill with pea gravel or sand prior to pour.  
Junction box can be installed above or below grade 
level.  

7.	 Make watertight connections from remote 12V 
transformer to fixture leads using waterproof wire 
connectors.  See wiring diagram.

6.	 For below ground installation. Pour concrete to 
grade and flush with junction box.

8.	 Attach box cover to junction box by tightening two 
(2) #6-32 stainless steel slotted screws to secure.

5.	 For above ground installation. Pour concrete 
below junction box.

2.	 Connect 1/2” conduit connector through female 
threaded conduit entry.

3.	 Pull low voltage wiring from remote 12V transformer 
to junction box on anchor base. Allow for additional 
cable to make connections to fixture lead and 
future service. Place anchor base in hole.

9. 	 Use a 5/32” allen wrench to loosen #10-32 stainless 
steel black oxide socket head cap screw at the 
knuckle. Aim fixture to desired vertical location. 
Tighten to secure aiming position.

1. 	 Use a 5/64” allen wrench to loosen #8-32 stainless 
set screw and remove cap. 

2. 	 Space three fingers evenly around the optic and 
gently rock optic to remove.  

4. 	 Disengage LED board and driver assembly. Replace 
with new board and driver assembly.  

5. 	 Reverse install LED board and driver by carefully 
wrapping 18 gauge wires around driver and 
inserting into fixture body. Secure LED board in 
place with stainless steel screws. 

3.	 Use a 5/64” allen wrench to remove two (2) #2-56 
socket head cap screws on LED board, grasp 
LED board and gently pull up to expose quick 
disconnect. 

6.	 Place cap on fixture and tighten set screw. Tighten 
screw to 1/2 in-lbs. Top of screw should sit flush 
with fixture cap.

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3.	 If the over-rotation protection pin is in the desired 
aiming position, do not force the fixture past the 
limit. Using a 5/64” and 5/32” allen wrench, slightly 
loosen both set screws in the knuckle and knuckle 
screw enough to move the fixture freely on both 
axes.

4.	 Flip the fixture 180 degrees over the knuckle. The 
rotational range limit will now be 180 degrees from 
the original position. Now rotate the fixture into the 
desired aiming position.  

5.	 Secure aim by tightening two (2) #8-32 set screws 
using a 5/64” allen wrench and one (1) #10-32 
screw using a 5/32” allen wrench.

	Rotating the cap may be necessary for proper 
weep hole and cutoff position

1. 	 Use a 5/64” allen wrench to slightly loosen  
two (2) #8-32 set screw on the knuckle for 360° 
aiming purpose.
