1.	 Install conduit (not included) to be used 
with this product. 

2.	 Install junction box so that front face is 
flush with finished wall or ceiling.

3.	 Connect box to conduit and pull wires for 
connections.

Additional Info

•	 Please follow National and Local electrical codes for your 
area. 

2. 	 Remove locknut from fixture. Separate 360HD 
knuckle from fixture by loosening one (1) 3/8”-16 x 
3/8” set screw using a  3/16” allen wrench. 

3. 	 Install knuckle securely into canopy by using flats 
of knuckle with adjustable crescent wrench. Feed 
fixture leads through installed knuckle and canopy 
assembly. Slide fixture over installed knuckle then 
secure with one (1) 3/8”-16 x 3/8” set screw using 
a 3/16” allen wrench. Use locknut if needed. Ensure 
leads are not pinched when fixture is installed onto 
knuckle.

1.	 Install universal mounting ring (included with 
fixture) using #10-24 screws onto back box. Align 
fixture mounting holes to final mounting position.

4a.	 Make watertight connections from remote power 
supply to fixture leads using waterproof wire 
connectors (not included). See wiring diagram.

4c.	 Pull branch circuit wiring. Make watertight 
connections from branch circuit wiring to fixture 
leads using waterproof wire connectors (not 
included) in splice location as per NEC. UL Listed 
splice location required. Connect incoming green 
ground wire to ground wire from fixture. See wiring 
diagram.
