2-1/4” O.D.

2-3/4” O.D.

4.	 Loop minimum of 6” of wiring inside housing to 
allow for fixture service. 

	 NOTE:  Do not remove temporary cover! 

1.	 Drill 2-1/4” diameter hole into mounting surface at 
uplight installation location as per lighting plan.

2.	 Do not exceed surface diameter, installation relies 
on surface mount collar resting on surface grade. 
Collar diameter is 2-1/4”. Surface mount flange is 
2-3/4” diameter. 

3.	 Pull secondary wiring from remote driver.

5.	 Place housing into hole. Surface mount collar 
should rest on finished surface grade.

Re-placing LED Board/Driver and Optics

INSTRUCTIONS
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1. 	 Use a 5/64” allen wrench to loosen #8-32 stainless 
steel set screw and remove cap. 

3.	 Disengage LED board and driver assembly. Replace 
with new board and driver assembly. 

2. 	 Use a .050” allen wrench to loosen two (2) #4-40 
stainless steel set screws below LED board on the 
heat sink. Gently pull up on LED board and Driver 
assembly to  expose quick disconnect. 

4. 	 Reverse install LED board and driver by carefully 
wrapping 18 gauge wires around driver and 
inserting into fixture body. Secure LED board in 
place with two (2) #4-40 stainless steel set screws. 

5. 	 Use small flat head screw driver to remove lens 
from optic holder on the LED. Snap new optic in 
place. Replace cap on fixture and tighten set screw.
