Replacing LED Board/Driver and Optics

1. Remove cap by loosening three (3) #8-32 set
screws using a 5/64" allen wrench. Do not fully
remove set screws

2. Use a flat head screwdriver to gently remove optic
from holder.

3.

Remove optic holder by removing two (2) #2-56
screws using a phillips screwdriver.

4. Disengage LED board. Replace with new board.

5. Reverse install LED board and optic holder.
Carefully reconnect connecter to LED and re-install.
Re-install optic holder and gently snap optic into
holder.

6.

Re-install cap onto fixture. Secure by tightening
three (3) #8-32 set screws using a 5/64" allen
wrench. Top of set screws should sit flush with cap.
